Short and snappy ideas to spark…
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Slave auctions – sell off your friends or volunteers for a specific periods of time for menial tasks, etc.
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Film nights – charge people entry to see a film, if you’re feeling daring you can stop the film halfway through and demand another donation before you continue!
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Sponsored spectacles – get sponsored for just about anything from head-shaving, pie throwing, male waxing (ouch!) to gunging favourite people.
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Pub crawls/drinking competitions – oldies but goodies!

Gift deliveries – Paying for gifts to be delivered (secret identity optional) to loved ones, friends, etc by volunteers.
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Quiz/club nights – always popular, trying a new theme by linking it to a country ActionAid works in, like and African music club night or a Bollywood bonanza!

Hitch challenge – Set a target to hitchhike to and get sponsored to do it. Make it a competition to see you can get there first if you have enough challengers.
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Fashion shows – showcase fashion designer talent from your uni, pick a theme to make it more interesting (could be country specific to where ActionAid works) and charge people for the entry fee.
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Days out – take the stress out of organising days out and charge people for the luxury – possibilities range from seaside towns, go-karting, paintballing, theme parks, music festivals to cultural events! Make sure you charge enough to cover any transportation and admission fees and then some more on top of that as a donation.
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School discos/battle of the bands – bring back those old memories and school ties and charge for entry.
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Windscreen washing – fundraise the old fashioned way! Set up your own car wash in a popular town centre location on a warm day and cool down whilst raising money.
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Police Speed radar – get local police to bring radar – how fast you hit baseball
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Comedy night – organise your own comedy – you can either get a local comedian to donate their talents for the evening an charge for entry or organise your own budding comedians to pay to perform (and you can have people pay to get them off!).
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Iron stomach competition – Organise your own Iron man/woman competition with a series of different physical challenges, people can pay to enter or get sponsorship for participating with a donated prize for the winners.
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Bungee jumping – get sponsored to do a bungee jump.
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Bachelor or bachelorette auctions – auction off eligible people.
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Costume ball – have a theme or a masked party to add mystery to the fun.
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Toy duck race – sell toy ducks for a £1 and release them into a river and see who finishes first!
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Restaurant monopoly – get a local restaurant to give you a special price on a set menu and sell tickets for the normal price + a donation – pad it out with a raffle or a pay-as-you-go karaoke.
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Polar bear plunge – get sponsored for each time you dare plunge into a cold river/lake/pool! Remember to take proper safety precautions.
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Leg-waxing for men – get sponsored for having your legs waxed or daring your mates to get them waxed!
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Record-breaking – find a record and try to break it!
